The Merrick County Board of Supervisors met Tuesday, April 8, 2014 at 9:05 a.m. in the Supervisors Room, County

Courthouse, Central City, NE, with Graves, Helgoth, Jefferson, Kucera, Hahn, Weller and Wiegert present. Also present
was County Attorney Lynelle Homolka.

Moved Hahn, second Kucera to convene as Board of Supervisors at 9:07 a.m. Roll Call: All Ayes

Notice of the meeting was given thereof by publications in the Republican Nonpareil and The Palmer Journal and on the
Merrick County website. Proof of publication is filed in the Clerk’s Office. Copies of the agenda were mailed to each
Supervisor and kept current and available to the public at the County Clerk’s Office.

Chairman Wiegert declared the meeting was preceded by publicized notice and having acknowledged and identified the
location of the posting of the current copy of the Open Meetings Act, called the meeting to order and in open session at
9:07 am.

Agenda: Moved Jefferson, second Kucera to approve the agenda as presented. Roll Call: All Ayes.

Minutes: Weller noted that the new State Auditor contract agreement should say not to exceed $14,000.00. Moved
Weller, second Graves to approve the March 25, 2014 minutes with the correction. Roll Call: All Ayes.

Meeting reports: Graves attended the hospital board meeting; Weller attended the Bader Park meeting and an Economic
Development meeting; Helgoth and Wiegert attended the 4-H building meeting and all of the Supervisors attended the
Livestock Friendly presentation at McHargues.

Official reports: Marlene Lee, who works for the Assessor’s Office, said that she was retiring on April 30, 2014.
Extension Educator, Tammy Stuhr said that a grant for $3,300.00 had been submitted for an engineering consultant and
the Extension Office is looking to hire some summer help. Courtney Root is taking over Jeanette Friesen’s programing
and so they will need more help for the office. The Extension Board is moving their meeting to the first Tuesday of the
month and they are looking at keeping the petty cash for another year. County Attorney Homolka said that for the last
couple of years the auditors have asked the Board to try and close the petty cash account for Extension. County Clerk
Wichmann told the Board that the Treasurer and Clerk Offices had been switched to the State AS400 system. County
Attorney Homolka said that she had hired a new Child Support person and they would be starting in the next couple of
weeks. Sheriff Campbell said they had the DARE graduation last night and there were 113 students. They are moving the
speed trailer around to different locations in the County. All Nance County prisoners are being housed in Merrick
County. There are 13 inmates in the jail now and one is on work release and paying for his own stay at $440.00 a week.
Hospital update: Julie Murray gave the Board a handout with Litzenberg Hospital’s February and March highlights and
gave a brief update.

Cleaning contract: County Attorney Homolka had drawn up a new cleaning contract for Brite Express that is good
through May 16, 2014 with the option of renewing for another 30 day period. Moved Graves, second Kucera to approve
the new cleaning contract with Brite Express that is good through May 16, 2014 with the option of renewal for another 30
day period.

Electrical agreement: Highway Superintendent Meyer presented an Electrical Agreement for Craig Dixson in the
W1/2NW1/4 aka Lots One (1) and Two (2) in Section 19, Township 11, Range 8.

Cedar Lane II Subdivision: Planning & Zoning Myers, presented a corrected plat for Cedar Lane Subdivision located in
part of the SW1/4 of Section 12, Township 13, Range 6. Myers said that after a title search it was found that there was
already a Cedar Lane Subdivision in Merrick County and Les McHargue, who owns the new subdivision, wanted to keep
the name so they added the II. So now the new subdivision is to be called Cedar Lane II Subdivision. Moved Weller,
second Hahn to approve the corrected plat correcting the name of Cedar Lane Subdivision located in part of the SW1/4 of
Section 12, Township 13, Range 6 to Cedar Lane II Subdivision. Roll Call: All Ayes.

RESOLUTION 2014-8: Highway Superintendent Meyer presented RESOLUTION 2014-8 for the Board approval to
direct the Merrick County Treasurer to transfer $170,000.00 from the Road Fund back to the Road Cash Reserve in the
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Inheritance Fund. Moved Graves, second Jefferson to approve RESOLUTION 2014-8 directing the Merrick County
Treasurer to transfer $170,000.00 from the Road Fund back to the Road Cash Reserve in the Inheritance Fund. Roll Call:
All Ayes. RESOLUTION 2014-8 is on file in the County Clerk’s Office for public viewing.

Recycling: Sheriff Campbell asked the Board if they could increase the garbage bill by $9.00 a month so that they could
recycle all of the cans they get from food in the jail. The rest of the courthouse could use it for water bottles, pop cans, etc.
Moved Weller, second Kucera to approve the recycling and increase in the garbage bill and to also encourage all offices to
use the recycling bin that will be located beside the current trash container in back of the courthouse. Roll Call: All Ayes.
Crime Commission Grant: Juvenile Diversion Officer Julie Beyer is applying for a Why Try Grant through the Crime
Commission and has included the Sheriff’s Office in trying for $6,900.00. Sheriff Campbell said this money would be
used for two trainings, two licenses, two instructors and will help with DARE because it is more interactive. This would
not just include students but can be used for adult learning also. Beyer said that the Crime Commission loves the Why
Try Grant. This grant is because of LB561 and will replace DARE. Beyer said that she found out that George Town
University has training for Juvenile Diversion programs and Beyer is on the State Juvenile Diversion Advisory Committee
and will find out shortly if she will be going to Washington D.C. for training. Beyer is asking the Board for their approval
to have the Chairman sign the paperwork for the Why Try Grant. Moved Graves, second Jefferson to approve the
Chairman signing the paperwork for the Why Try Grant. Roll Call: All Ayes.

Bader Park Agreement: Weller informed the Board that he had taken the new agreement for Bader Park to the Platte
Peer Group meeting and they thought the two million dollar liability was a good idea. The Platte Peer Group wanted to
look the agreement over more. Pat Carlson had come to see the County Attorney and she thought the term of the
agreement should be from July to June. Hamilton County will not be a part of the agreement so it will be just Bader Park.
This discussion will carry over to the next Merrick County Supervisor Board meeting on April 22, 2014.

Emergency Management: The new Emergency Manager Thomas Smith came before the Board and introduced himself
and gave the Board some background information on himself. The County Board of Record Appointment, appointing
Thomas Smith to the group known as the East Central Region Governance Board and Sheriff Kevin Campbell as the
alternate was presented to the Board for approval. Moved Helgoth, second Jefferson to sign the appointment of Thomas
Smith to the group known as the East Central Region Governance Board and Sheriff Kevin Campbell as the alternate.
Roll Call: All Ayes.

Weed Superintendent: Helgoth had talked to Nance County about sharing their weed person with Merrick County.
Nance County was alright with sharing. Helgoth will get in touch with Kevin Koziol, Nance County Weed
Superintendent to see if he is still interested and then the County Attorney and County Clerk can get in touch with the
Nance County Attorney and County Clerk to work out the details of an interlocal agreement and payment.

County Clerk surplus: County Clerk Wichmann had to replace four computers in her office when they were switched
over to the State AS40 system because her computers were Window XP and needed to be Windows 7. She used two of
the computers to replace the two in her vault that were purchased in 1999 and 2001. So she has a computer purchased in
1999, one purchased in 2001, and one purchased in 2010 to surplus. An employee in her office would like to purchase the
computer purchased in 2010 but the other two are so old that she doesn’t think she would get much if anything out of
them. It was mentioned that maybe Goodwill would want them or call Cody’s Computers to see if he could use them for
parts. Moved Hahn, second Jefferson to approve the County Clerk surplusing a computer purchased in 1999, 2001, and
one purchased in 2010. Roll Call: All Ayes.

County Assessor surplus: Assessor Placke asked the Board to allow her to surplus four computers with key boards, two
monitors, an Epson Artesian printer and an IBM printer as she sees fit. She would like to offer them to anyone in the
courthouse and what is left she would just throw away. The computers still have their programs on them. The Epson
Artesian printer is still good and is not very old. She just replaced it with a color printer. The IBM printer is a tractor fed
and is very old. Moved Jefferson, second Kucera to allow the Assessor to surplus four computers with key boards, two
monitors, an Epson Artesian printer and an IBM printer as she sees fit. Roll Call: All Ayes.
